YOU ARE IMPORTANT TO US! Avoid Texas Lottery Retailer Violations

•  You may not charge more than the price printed on a Texas Lottery ticket.

•  You may not charge a fee for tickets purchased with a debit card.

•  You may not require a minimum dollar amount for debit card purchases of  
 only lottery tickets.

•  Penalties range from License Suspension to Revocation.
