Eligibility Period (EP) August 22 – November 20, 2021

The EP is the same time period last year as this year’s program. For retailers with sales all 13 weeks of the EP, 

your Minimum Sales Goal* (MSG) is your weekly sales average** during the EP x 13 weeks - 1.5% of that 

13-week total + $500. MSG = ((EP $avg x 13) - 1.5%) + $500

Example for retailer with $7,310 weekly sales average last year (EP): $7,310 x 13 = $95,030. $95,030 - ($95,030 x 0.015) = $93,605. 

$93,605 + $500 = MSG of $94,105. Retailer’s Weekly Sales Average to Make Goal = $7,238.85.

Alternate Eligibility Period (AEP) March 6 – June 4, 2022

Retailers who do not have sales all 13 weeks of the EP must have sales all 13 weeks of the AEP. Your MSG* is your 

weekly sales average** during the AEP x 13 weeks - 9.3% of that 13-week total + $500. 

MSG = ((AEP $avg x 13) - 9.3%) + $500
Program Payments***• The Texas Lottery has a limited budget for retailer incentive payments in this program of $8,500,000 plus  

 $1,000,000 for drawing prizes. 
•  Eligible retailers will be notified of final payment amount via letter, terminal report and LSP report prior to 

electronic funds transfer (EFT).
• Retailer incentive EFT will occur on a different day (usually a Friday) than regular lottery bank sweep (usually  

 a Wednesday).•  Pending audit, base program and drawing payments are tentatively planned for January 13, 2023.

     *  Minimum Sales Goal for eligible retailers will not be less than $95,000.

  ** Incentive sales do not include Mega Millions®, Megaplier®, Just the Jackpot™, Powerball® or Power Play®.

*** If total retailer incentive payments exceed the allocated program budget, all payments will be reduced by

• When you validate a winning ticket, you must pay the player the amount displayed on the screen and terminal validation receipts.
• If you are not able to validate a winning ticket, you must return the ticket to customer.
• Penalties range from Warning Letters to License Suspension or Revocation.
• A complete list of lottery violations is available in the Retailer Manual at texaslottery.com/Retailers.

Here is a common one to avoid:
Licensee fails to follow validation procedures, including, but not limited to, paying a claim without validating the ticket, failing to pay a valid 
prize after validating a customer’s winning ticket, or retaining a customer’s winning ticket that has not been validated. [16 TAC §401.160(h)(9)]
